What to see What to see What to see

Our journey starts from the station at Mortara, where we take corso Garibaldi,
passing by the Town Hall, and then corso Cavour, up to a bike path which,  after
an underpass, leads us to the abbey of Sant'Albino. Paying great attention, we ride
along the bypass for about one kilometre until we meet a dirt road which winds
through the  fields (the entrance is marked by a painted pole in red and white stri-
pes, while, on the other side of the bypass, a sign reminds us that we are on the
old road to Gambolò). We easily ride along the dirt road for three kilometres until
we reach the village of  Casoni Sant'Albino; we turn left on the asphalt road until
we reach a small church with a fountain beside, and then we turn right on Via
della Morselli. We drive on the left on the dirt road until we pass over a large water
canal. We pass through the small village of Morselli and then we turn right onto
the “strada di San Marco” which we follow until the outskirts of Vigevano. We
drive along the railway till a stop; we turn left in corso Genova and then in piazza
Volta and left again in Corso Garibaldi. We turn right in Via Dante and  then in
Via del Pozzo until we finally get in Piazza Ducale. We leave the square taking the
road that flanks the Cathedral as far as we arrive at a  stop; we turn right and,
immediately after, left in order  to cross the railway in via Matteotti. We go along
corso Di  Vittorio; we take via Aguzzafame first and then via Gambolina until the
bypass. Paying great attention, we cross  the busy road and  then we turn down
to the dirt via Binasco until the junction with via Rebuffi which we take on the
right until the hamlet of Sforzesca. After the imposing rural building we reach a
stop which we do not cross as we have to turn right to “strada dei Ronchi” which
we ride as far as we get to the entrance of to the Ticino Park.

After having passed beyond the gate next to the seat of the Ticino Park at
Ronchi, we take the road just in front of us following the arrows of the
European itinerary E1. This is one of the routes which  wind through the
whole of Europe. This one, we are riding for a while, takes walkers or bikers
to Genova.  The wooden arrows are marked by the symbols of the pilgrim and
of the park and sometimes by information about the different villages we
meet along the path such as Bereguardo, where we leave the track in the park.
We ride through woods at the edge of cultivated fields and paddy fields.
Sometimes the road is reduced to a simple path where we have to pay atten-
tion to many unexpected obstacles, such as big rocks or logs; sometimes we
have to get over water canals or secondary branches of the Ticino riding on
small bridges without parapets. Along this stretch of the track we do not meet
any villages for more than fifteen kilometers, so we have better carry an ade-
quate stock of water. After so much silence, here we are at Bereguardo brid-
ge of  boats, the last one still open on the river Ticino: we are back to our pre-
sent world characterised by resting places and some good restaurants. We
take the road on our right until a roundabout where we go on towards Zerbolò.
After about four hundred meters, we turn left to a secondary road, always fol-
lowing the signs to Zerbolò. Once we underpass the bridge of the highway,
our itinerary will take us back to the fields to rejoin the route E1 we had left
at the Bereguardo bridge of boats

Back to the route E1 we then ride along the river banks whose charming deep
blue waters  runs leftside . Just few kilometres and we will reach the outskirts of
Pavia. Once at the traffic lights we go on as far as we get to the imposing covered
bridge on our left which we cross till the city centre. At the entrance to the cast-
le we go right and then left until we reach a bridge which we cross and then take
the street on the left next to the old port of Pavia. We continue to cycle along the
waterway until the beginning of a bicycle path which we will travel along until it
ends. At the traffic lights we turn right, if necessary using the pavement for
cyclists and pedestrians until we reach the Charterhouse of Pavia. From here we
proceed to the right along the road between the boundary walls and the extensi-
ve car park with a purpose made picnic area. We turn left at the stop sign, paying
extreme attention to the intense traffic and then go right towards ‘San Genesio’.
On reaching the town centre we turn right into ‘via Roma’ and then left until we
pass the Town Hall and go straight on passing the traffic lights and the rounda-
bout, where we ride along the cycle path until the hamlet ‘Due Porte’. At the stop
sign we take the left for five hundred metres (careful of the traffic!) and then turn
right towards ‘San Alessio con Vialone’. On reaching the castle, we go right, lea-
ving the church on our left and cycle for a few kilometres until a stop sign where
we turn left and then right onto a bicycle path opposite a small cemetery. At the
end of this path we turn left onto ‘strada Vimanone until the outskirts of ‘Cura
Carpignano’. We first turn left and then straight on passing by the roundabout as
far as the hamlet of Cà Mensi. At the stop sign we go right and then left on the
main road. We take the first right until the centre of ‘Albuzzano’ where we conti-
nue on the left until we reach ‘Filighera’. After passing the ‘Arch of Triumph’, we
go straight on until the traffic lights in ‘Belgioioso’.

The church of San Lorenzo (XIV century B.C.) and Sant’Albino Abbey founded in the 5th century. It
was one of the compulsory legs of the Via Francigena pilgrimage to Rome

‘Piazza Ducale’,built between 1492 and 1494, by order of ‘Ludovico il Moro’, the castle with its keep, the
‘Bramante’ tower, the vast stables, the ‘Falconiere’ (Falconer) and ‘Dame’ (ladies) galleries and the extraordi-
nary raised, covered street. The cathedralwith its elaborate baroque façade, solicited by Cardinal Caramuel
in 1684. The National Archaeological Museum of Lomellina (Tel. 0381.72940). The Museum of
Footwear “Pietro Bertolini” (Tel.

From Pavia to the charterhouse ‘Certosa’
and the Belgioioso castle

From Mortara to Vigevano and to the Ticino Park In the Park of the Ticino. By Cascina 
Ronchi to ZerbolòDiscovering the Po Valley in Lombardy

The four Lombard provinces of the southern Po valley, lands of great historical weight, have created the first regionally recognised tou-
rism system; this project was motivated by the consideration that this area has best managed to preserve its unique environmental cha-
racteristics over time. For this reason, the term “Po di Lombardia” defines the whole territory of the four provinces, which, even now are
closely linked to the agricultural world and to the implicit beauty of its cultivated plains, scored not only by two large rivers, but also by
a network of natural and artificial canals and the unique charm of still waters; bearers of fertility to the land and well-being to its people.
It was therefore decided to provide an unusual way to get to know and appreciate this territory where, strewn through the countryside,
towns and villages are witnesses to happenings and brimming with great architecture and outstanding art, optimal factors for planning
itineraries which contemplate ‘discerning tourism’. Each location has its own wealth of tourist attractions, just waiting to be re-assessed:
an excellent heritage, often unknown to the masses, contextualised by a quality of life which ranges from artistic hand-crafts to traditio-
nal gastronomic specialities. The means considered ideal by this exhaustive tourism proposal from South Lombardy, to capture even the
smallest details, thanks to a deliberate preference for unhurried rhythms, is the bicycle, so that the atmosphere loaded with cultural refe-
rences, suggestive environments and genuine tastes can be assimilated with peace of mind. This is an alternative way to practise tourism
compared to current standardized approaches and is also the only way to truly discover the similarities and differences of the Po Valley
provinces in Lombardy.

La Piazza Sordello su cui prospettano il Duomo e il vasto e articolato Palazzo
Ducale al cui interno si segnalano: il Castello di San Giorgio, con la celeberrima
Camera degli Sposi del Mantegna, il Palazzo del Capitano, con la sala del Pisanello,
gli appartamenti degli Arazzi, di Isabella d’Este, di Troia e Ducale con il salone
degli arcieri ospitante la pala del Rubens con la rappresentazione della famiglia
Gonzaga.

Le Piazze del Broletto e delle Erbe con i palazzi del Podestà e della Ragione, la torre
dell’Orologio, la Rotonda di San Lorenzo e la basilica di Sant’Andrea, quest’ulti-
ma capolavoro dell’architettura rinascimentale creata da Leon Battista Alberti.
Nella parte meridionale della città si segnalano la Casa del Mantegna, San Sebastiano,
sempre dell’Alberti, il Museo della Città, nel palazzo San Sebastiano, e il Palazzo Te,
capolavoro del Manierismo italiano ideato da Giulio Romano.
Il Museo Diocesano, con le straordinarie armature quattrocentesche, Palazzo d’Arco
e il Teatro scientifico del Bibiena.

“Amilcare Ponchielli”.
All’estrema periferia orientale merita una visita la chiesa di San Sigismondo, capo-
lavoro del manierismo cremonese che costituisce, dopo il Duomo, l’edificio religioso
più importante della città. Bianca Maria Visconti lo fece erigere per commemorare
il luogo delle sue nozze con Francesco Sforza.

From Torricella del Pizzo we leave the cycle path along the river Po flood-
plains for a short time to take the left hand river bank which we follow until
the beginning of Casalmaggiore which can be reached by means of an unpa-
ved improvement route; at times particularly demanding, which begins in
Gussola and passes through the suggestive ‘Santa Maria’ woods.
In the centre of Casalmaggiore, we cycle along ‘via Cavour’ and ‘via Matteotti’,
passing the railway near the cemetery towards ‘Santuario della Beata Vergine
della Fontana’ which we pass to reach the hamlet ‘Ponteterra di Sabbioneta’.
Here, at the crossroads opposite the church we turn left and continue until
we reach a traffic lights on the outskirts of the small town belonging to the
Gonzaga family, where we head straight on until we come to ‘piazza d’Armi’.

In ‘Piazza d’Armi’ we go right into ‘via Vespasiano Gonzaga’ and we leave the town
through the ‘Imperiale’ gate. At the traffic lights we carefully turn left, without
crossing the road and take the first turning on the left; a slightly uphill track. We
cycle through the fields which graze the renaissance walls of ‘Sabbioneta’ in a
landscape that has remained intact over the centuries. After about 300 metres, at
a chapel, we go straight on along the paved road until a stop sign. We carefully
cross the main road and turn left into ‘via della Grangia’ towards the large church
with its terracotta façade. To the right of the church we take the road to Mantua
until we reach the trunk road and cycle alongside it for about one hundred metres
turning right towards the centre of Breda Cisoni. At the parish church we go right
into the parallel street and go straight on until the end of the paved road. We reach
a chapel and turn left onto a track which we follow until the first crossroads where
we go left amongst the trees. After a few hundred metres we get to the banks of
a canal where we take the left until the bridge of boats in ‘Commessaggio’. We go
over it and then go right and right again onto the opposite bank of the same canal.
When we reach the stop sign we go right and cycle for two hundred metres until
a crossroads where we take ‘via Corriera’ on the left – be careful crossing! -. When
we reach the banks of the river Oglio in the hamlet of ‘Bocca Chiavica’, we turn
left onto the embankment road until the bridge in ‘Gazzuolo’. We go onto the
opposite bank of the river and set out again in the opposite direction along the
embankment road until, after a few kilometres, we reach the bridge of boats in
'Torre d’Oglio’, just before the river Oglio meets the river Po. We proceed along
the banks of the latter, right at ‘Corte la Motta’, until ‘Scorzarolo’ which we pass
through and reach the road which goes back down to the trunk road which we
cross to reach ‘via Due Palme’.

After crossing the SP 56 road we take ‘via Due Palme’ towards ‘Buscoldo’,
where, at the church, we go right until a stop sign. We turn first left and then
immediately right into ‘via San Salmaso’. After the ‘craftwork area’ and before
the stop sign we must turn right into ‘strada Zaitina’. On reaching the stop
sign we go straight on for ‘San Silvestro’ until we get to a cycle path on our
right. We take this until the roundabout before the cemetery and turn into
another adjacent cycle path. Once past the railway and some school buildings
we are on the outskirts of Mantua. We go straight on to the area ‘Due Pini’
along the roads ‘Pompiglio’, ‘Albertoni’ and ‘Oslania’ where a cycle path will
take us to the town centre along the roads: ‘Gorizia’, ‘Dugoni’ and ‘Chiassi’.

We leave the castle ‘Castello di San Giorgio’ behind us and turn left onto the
cycle path on the shore of Lake Mezzo until the underpass which takes us to
Lake Superiore. We take the right for the footbridges until we arrive beside
the dockyards in ‘Canottieri Mincio’. We return to road open to traffic and go
to the stop sign where we turn left and proceed until a car park. This is where
the Mantua-Peschiera cycle path begins. Passing between a wall and some
partition fencing, we reach the cycle path which will take us to northern
Mantua up to the morainic hills of Lake Garda and to Peschiera.
Soon after arriving at the Great Canal detour for Mincio, on the right we find
directions to ‘Bosco Fontana’. We return to the cycle path and follow it until
‘Soave’ where we cross the canal and go to the left. At the stop sign we go
straight on the track on the banks of the ‘Mincio’ water trap until ‘Marengo’
and then carry on to ‘Pozzolo’.

At the bridge in ‘Pozzolo’ we cross the road take the cycle path along the river
Mincio until an unpaved car park. We turn left at the exit onto the road that
takes us to the centre of Borghetto, a characteristic village that rose around the
old mills. We cross the wooden bridge over the canal and go straight on until,
turning right, we reach the Visconti bridge at the end of which we turn right and
then right again returning to the cycle path which we take towards
‘Monzambano’. When we arrive at the bridge we cross the trunk road and con-
tinue along the riverside with its beautiful view of the parish of Monzambano.
Soon after we reach the dam which takes us to the other side. After a few kilo-
metres we suddenly see the imposing bastions of the town ‘Peschiera’. We fol-
low the track until an uphill path. Once the top we go down on the right to the
gate ‘Porta Brescia’ which takes us amongst the old houses and, soon after, offers
us a splendid view of Lake Garda.

The Baroque parish monument conceived by Antonio Bibiena.

‘Torrazzo’, a defensive tower built by Vespasiano Gonzaga and ‘Palazzo del
Pretorio’ seat of the local administration and the parish church.

The long, elegant, renaissance portico.

The bridge of boats on the river Oglio at ‘San Matteo delle Chiaviche’.

The floodplains in ‘Sant’Alberto’ and ‘Boschina Mortizza’.

What to see

The neogothic ‘Palazzo Comunale’, Saint Steven’s Cathedral, home to an impor-
tant picture gallery, the Town Theatre and the ‘Bijou’ Museum (Tel. no.
0375284424).
‘Il Torrione Estense’, the last remains of the city walls.
The sanctuary ‘Santa Maria dell’Argine’.

The city walls with its two imposing gates named ‘Vittoria’ and ‘Imperiale’. ‘Piazza
Ducale’ with the hall-building commissioned in the 16th century by Vespasiano
Gonzaga. The theatre ‘Teatro all’Antica’, built between 1588 and 1590, a master-
piece of the architect Vincenzo Scamozzi. ‘Palazzo Giardino’ with its ‘Galleria degli
Antichi’ overlooking the 96 metre long ‘Piazza d’Armi’.
The Museum of Sacred Art and the Synagogue.

What to see

‘Piazza Sordello’ with its Cathedral and the vast, complex ‘Palazzo Ducale’ which con-
tains: ‘il Castello di San Giorgio’ and its renowned ‘Camera degli Sposi del
Mantegna’, ‘il palazzo del Capitano’ with its ‘Pisanello’ hall and Isabella d’Este’s
‘appartamenti degli Arazzi’ and ‘Troia’ Hall with the ‘hall of archers’ which hosts
Rubens’ work representing the Gonzaga family. On the outside we would like to
remind you of the Hanging Gardens and the Cavalry Courtyard. ‘Piazza del Broleto’
and ‘Piazza delle Erbe’ with their buildings ‘Palazzo del Podestà’ and ‘Palazzo della
Ragione, the clock tower, the Rotunda of San Lorenzo and the Basilica of
Sant’Andrea, the latter being a masterpiece of renaissance architecture created by
Leon Battista Alberti. To the south of the town we find ‘la Casa del Mantenga’,
‘San Sebastiano’, also by Alberti and which hosts the museum ‘Museo della Città’
and ‘Palazzo Te’, a masterpiece of Italian mannerism by Giulio Romano.
The museum ‘Museo Diocesano’ with its extraordinary 15th century suits of armour,
‘Palazzo d’Arco’ and ‘il Teatro Scientifico’ in Bibiena.

What to see

Borghetto is a small nucleus of settlements which rose around water mills in the 15th

century, right next to the imposing Visconti fortified bridge.

The castle which guards an important passage on the river Mincio.

The 12th century Scaligero family castle.

The itinerary ends at the lakeside in Peschiera, an ancient Venetian Fortress with
well preserved bastions, entirely surrounded by water, with a splendid view of the
biggest lake in Italy nestled amongst the high and rugged mountains.

What to see

Just after the ‘Mincio’ valleys and the built-up area ‘Grazie di Curtatone’ (do not miss the
sanctuary ‘Santa Maria delle Grazie’), the river widens to form the first of the three lakes
around Mantua. From the shores of the public park in Belfiore the floating island of lotus
flowers can be seen which boast a splendid summer bloom. The view of the vast Gonzaga
family estate is particularly suggestive from Lake ‘Inferiore’ and Lake ‘Di Mezzo’.

The woods ‘Bosco della Fontana’ with its Gonzaga family villa (Tel. 0376.295933).

‘Il Centro Parco delle Bertone’ (Tel. 0376.22831)

‘Il palazzo Gonzaga’ with its charming garden and ancient stables, today used for art
exhibitions.

What to see

The fourteenth century Visconti castle, transformed into a sumptuous residence in
the eighteenth century (Tel. 0382.970525 - www.belgioioso.it).

The rural museum ‘Museo Contadino della Bassa Pavese’(www.museo.comune.santacristinaebissone.pv.it)

The spa was founded in 1916 around the foot of salt water - bromoiodica of marine origin.
There are many new offers: swimming pool with hot water, cold, thermal, hydro massage
(neck, back and legs), swimming, trail drip tonic; calidarium and tepidarium, massages. In
the great park: swimming pool and sports facilities (beach volleyball, soccer, basketball). (Tel:
0382.77012 - www.termedimiradolo.it).Along our route, on the ‘San Colombano’ hill,we
can visit the wine shops: Nettare dei Santi (Tel. 0371.200523 - www.viniriccardi.com) and
Panizzari (Tel. 0371.897613 - www.panizzariwine.it).

This thirteenth century castle was drastically converted at the beginning of the 18th century
by Cardinal Agostino Cusani Visconti to become a diplomatic seat (Tel. 0382.766653).

After crossing the bridge over river Lambro in Lambrinia we follow the river banks
on the right, cycling right around ‘Orio Litta’ to reach an unasphalted path to our
left. A short deviation along the river banks takes us to ‘Corte Sant’Andrea’, an
ancient crossing place of the river Po (Tel. No. 339 1268946). After the impres-
sive Litta Palace, we turn left and then right into via ‘Pio Rossi’, towards
Ospedaletto Lodigiano. At the stop sign we take the right bend along the purpo-
se-made trail which takes us to Senna Lodigiana. At the end of the short cycle
path we go left until the end of the road which passes over the water reservoir.
Here we take the cycle path on the right until the cemetery where we turn left,
remaining on the cycle path until the crossing for ‘Mirabello’. Paying great atten-
tion due to the heavy traffic we get over a flyover as far as we reach the cycling
path towards the city centre of Somaglia. At the second traffic lights we go right
until the downhill road between the church and the castle. We take the lane for
cyclists and pedestrians on the left until the cemetery; on the left we go up a short
stretch of a busy road and then turn right onto the cycle lane. On reaching
‘Codogno’ take care not to lose sight of the cycle path in a spacious company car
park. We cycle into ‘viale dei Mille’ until we pass under the railway. At the traffic
lights we take the service road  till Via Garibaldi which we ride until the crossing
with via Pallavicino. At the traffic-lights we go straight on towards San Fiorano
railway station.

The villa built by the ‘Cavazzi della Somaglia’ family in the 18th century boasts internal fre-
scoes depicting mythological scenes (Tel. 0377.944591 - 339.4396148 - www.villalitta.it).

The renaissance ‘Gerolomini’ abbey dedicated to Saints Peter and Paul.

The castle built by Bernabò Visconti and transformed into an elegant family home
by the Count Cavazzi during the seventeenth century (Tel. 0377.57901 -
www.comune.somaglia.lo.it). The regional nature reserve ‘Monticchie’ and the river
environment education centre (Te. 0377.447141).

The ‘San Biagio’ collegiate church with works by C. Piazza e C. Procaccini. The
‘Cabriniano’ museum (Tel. 0377.32370/430826). The Carlo Lamberti art collec-
tion (Tel. 0377.32265).

We leave Codogno riding along via Forlanini as far as we meet the cycling path.
We ride until San Fiorano outskirts where we turn right in via Piave till the cros-
sing with viale Italia which we take on the left. At its end we go right in via
Piacenza where we meet again the cycling path as far as Santo Stefano
Lodigiano. Following up via Bruno Buozzi we get to a roundabout where a bike-
way at the road side leads us again to a cycling path flanking a canal. We go along
this canal untill we meet another crossing, the one with via Trento e Trieste
where we turn right as far as the following roundabout. We take the cycling path
towards Corno Giovine till the next roundabout where we leave the path so as
to go ahead along the road flanking the water canal which shortly becomes dirt.
We follow this route as far as we meet on the left the village of Corno Vecchio
again. We go though it  up to the graveyard where, at its back, we meet again the
cycling path. We go on riding till the fork to Maleo which we reach through via
Borgonovo. Beside the parish church we take the cycling path down to
Pizzighettone the railway station and the city centre. We go right till the Porta
del Soccorso where we take the cycling path on the river bank. The cycle path
takes us up to ‘Crotta d’Adda’, which we cycle along until a stop sign. We cross
and head for the hamlet of ‘Fornace’. Before the bridge over the navigable canal
we turn right, remaining on the river banks until the area named ‘Caselle’. Here
we take the unpaved path until we reach the banks of the river Po which we
cycle up to continue our journey on the left. We go straight on until the bridge
over the navigable canal which we cross to turn first right and then left into the
canal service road in the ‘Cremona’ direction.

We cycle along the navigable canal service road until we pass ‘Spinadesco’
bridge. At the next bridge we go left and then right, remaining on the same
bridge until, after a few hundred metres, we reach the cycle path on the side
of the road. This reserved route then shifts to the river banks until the bridge
over the port basin. Straight after, in front of the sign for Cremona, we take
the right until we reach the cycle lane next to the river and which we follow
until we pass under the road and railway bridge. We follow the cycle lane,
which turns off to the left, until we reach a car park which we cross and take
the cycle lane on the left next to ‘via del Porto’. From the roundabout, at the
city gates, we reach the old town centre along the cycle path in ‘viale Po’.
We leave the monumental centre along ‘via del Sale’ cycling towards ‘Colonie’
which we pass, continuing on the left along the paved road. This takes us up
to a kiosk next to the river; from here we go over the barrier and proceed along
the partially asphalted road, parallel to the river Po, until the motorway brid-
ge where we go left and then right on the bridge over the water scooping
machine in Morbasco. We follow the signs to a restaurant to take us back
near to the river where we take the track closed off by a barrier in the park
‘Parco sovracomunale del Po e del Morbasco’. At the end of a long avenue we
reach another restaurant: here we follow the paved road which soon takes us
to the cycle path of ‘Golena del Po’ on the main river bank. We take this cycle
path turning right and going straight on, where at times the road is unpaved
until we meet the intersection with the main road ‘SP50’.

At the crossroads with the main road we continue along the ‘Golena del Po’
unpaved cycle path until ‘Caselle’ where the road is once again paved. From
here we proceed on a lengthy avenue following the itinerary for the ‘Bodri’
(characteristic sunken ponds) which bends off to the left opposite a villa and
takes us back to the river beds. After a brief uphill stretch we go right and
continue to follow the cycle path for a long time, passing near the villages San
Daniele Po, Solarolo Monasterolo and Motta Baluffi until we reach Torricella
del Pizzo.

What to see

The wonderful Villa Trivulzio and parish church of San Fiorano Martire with a wide
cloister 

The parish church dedicated to Our Lady of the Assumption built between 1756 and 1776

The well-preserved boundary walls of the fortified village, stronghold first to the
Spaniards and then to the Austrians. Only the keep ‘Torrione’ has survived, also
named after Francesco I who was imprisoned here after the Battle of Pavia. The
church of San Bassiano with its frescoes by Bernardino Campi.

The baroque ‘Villa Stanga’.

What to see

The Town Hall Square with the tower ‘Torrazzo’, symbol of the town, the adjacent
Cathedral with its wealth of embellishments and frescoes by Boccaccio
Boccaccino, Gian Francesco Bembo, Altobello Melone, Girolamo Romanino,
Pordenone and Bernardino Gatti, the Baptistery, the Military Loggia ‘Loggia dei
Militi’, and the Town Hall building. Palazzo Raimondi, centre of the
International School of  Stringed Instrument Production and Palazzo Affaitati
with its Civic Museum ‘Ala Ponza’ and the Stradivarious Museum. The Art
Gallery which shelters a conspicuous heritage of art from the 14th to 19th century
Cremona school including the works of Bembo, Boccaccino, Melone and Campi.
‘Cittanova Palazzo’, the church of Saint Agatha, and the renaissance ‘Palazzo Trecchi’.
The theatre ‘Amilcare Ponchielli’. On the outskirts to the east, the church of ‘San
Sigismondo’ is worth a visit. This masterpiece of Cremona style mannerism is the
most important religious building after the Cathedral. It was commissioned by
Bianca Maria Visconti to honour the place where she married Francesco Sforza.

What to see

The Natural Palaeontology Museum (Info: Town Hall Tel. 0372.65536)a five-
part tour through space and time in the prehistorical Po Valley. The Naturalistic
Oasis ‘Le Margherite’, a flood-plain whose surface area is mainly taken up by a
semi-natural pond.

The Po Aquarium (Tel. no. 348 5634093) with an impressive 42 tanks which exhi-
bit some aquatic environments and presents a sample of their species.

‘Chiesa Vecchia’, the ancient church with polygonal apse and Romanesque tower.
Inside we find frescoes by Pampurino (15th-16th century) and the famous 12th cen-
tury ‘wooden Cross’.

From the castle in Belgioioso, heading towards Cremona, we take the first road on
the right and continue until the tower ‘Torre de’ Negri’ which we pass to reach a fod-
der production factory. Before this building we turn left onto an unpaved path and
proceed for ‘Campobellano’. We take great care crossing the main road and go straight
on, then turning left into an unpaved path that goes around a quarry. At the junction
we turn left up a gentle slope until a crossroads where we go straight on downhill.
Once at the bottom we are at the dam of the river ‘Olona’which we cross to take ano-
ther unpaved path which runs alongside a canal. At the first bridge, just before ‘Costa
dei Nobili’, we turn left and then at the stop sign, left again until the outskirts of
‘Corteolona’. We turn right into ‘via Vigna Vecchia’ which we follow straight on until
the beginning of an unpaved stretch where we take the road on the left which passes
through fields until the commune of ‘Santa Cristina e Bissone’. After the square we
head left for the station. At the stop sign we turn right onto the trunk road until the
first intersection. We carefully cross the road and go leftwards onto an unpaved path
with a level crossing, after which we turn right until the crossroads just before
‘Mirandolo Terme’. We continue on the left and go past a cemetery until a stop sign
where we turn left and then immediately right into ‘ ‘strada del Brione’. On reaching
the unpaved path, we go straight on until the second crossroads where we follow on
the left until the stop sign. We turn right and right again before a slightly uphill stretch
which quickly takes us to the top of the hills. At the stop sign we turn right and then
right again towards ‘San Colombano’ where we reach a junction and leave the main
road straight onto the slightly uphill route. At the stop sign we turn right and then left
into ‘via Madonna del Monte’. At the stop sign we go right up a short but demanding
slope until a long downhill stretch. At the bottom we take the main road on the left,
then turning right towards ‘Chignolo Po’ head for the imposing castle and cycle
around three of its walls. We go left into ‘via Lambrinia’which we reach in a short time
after crossing another particularly busy road.

A network for sustainable mobility and leisure 
The four river Po Provinces in
Lombardy, gathered in the first
Lombard  Touristic Systems, have an
excellent cycle network that
amounts to more than 1.200 kilo-
metres. These itineraries develop
mostly along  protected cycling
paths, rich in informative panels.
Maps, guidebooks and free digital
downloads, often with GPS track,
are also available .
At present the cycling paths are one
of the major planning factors of the
territory; they contribute to a sustai-

nable use of it. The network has
been slowly taking shape in order to
take up the present extension. They
are well interconnected with other
modes of transport like the rail
system and the navigation systems
that are expanding with the launch
of new boats and the construction of
several berths .
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
